The GEO Road Prism has a tex-

tured bottom that can be easily at-

tached to the planar surface with 

any AASHTO rated adhesive in-

tended for use with raised lane 

markers, such as hot melt tar or 

apoxy.  The prism has a primary 

angle optimized for use with 

AMTS systems installed  between 

20  to 120 feet away, and may be 

used  at greater distances up to 

500ô depending on site conditions.
